developed crosswalk to link IPM input/output data to 
RPO inventories

• Stakeholder review of assumptions and NEEDS 
• RPOs agreed upon a specific set of global assumptions
• IPM runs begin May 2005 
• Base case and CAIR/CAMR policy case results for 2009 

and 2018 due in June/ July

– Develop ratios of long term acreage to 2002 acreage.  
– Use ratio to estimate a “typical” fire year by “growing” 2002 

emissions to the level represented by the “typical” ratio
– Evaluate whether or not increases in prescribed burning are 

anticipated in future years 
• Ammonia from Agriculture sources – develop emissions 

forecasts based on EPA data
