Why Is EPA Involved???

The Clean Air Act (CAA) requires EPA to develop air emission
standards for hazardous air pollutants (HAP).

These chemicals [HAPs] are known or suspected to
cause cancer or serious health effects, such as birth
defects.

The CAA requires EPA to identify and regulate the sources
that pose the greatest potential health threat from these
pollutants in urban areas.

(these are generally sources that are individually small,
but large in number and collectively may pose health
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*Area Source = 10 tons/year of any one HAP or 25 tons/year of any combination of HAPs
